  Ms. Starling gave an update on the Village District Zoning.  Board members discussed sign zoning that will super-cede the existing sign bylaw language.  Window coverage by signs was discussed and it was agreed that a 50% maximum coverage is deemed appropriate.  Window signs are deemed temporary and are not covered by existing non-conforming language.  Members also discussed small LED “open” signs and decided they should be allowed but may not be animated or moving.  Barber signs will be exempt. 

  Mike discussed F(2) Landscaping and asked that F(2.e) include language that will not restrict pedestrian and motor vehicle lines of sight.

  Ms. Starling took the Board through the rest of the bylaw and explained her reasoning for each section.  Future signage bylaw revisions will most probably be different for the Village District but the present language will act as a stop-gap measure until the Board tackles the existing sign language. 

  There was discussion about window types, materials and fenestration.   

  C. Special Use Regulations in VC District  -  1) Upper Story Residential 

  The Board discussed the minimum floor area of apartments and agreed that 500 square feet of area minimum is appropriate.   

  Ms. Starling will update the draft bylaw to reflect the changes.  Stephen will get the draft out to the departments and committees as well as on the website for the general public.  The Board reviewed the boundary lines for the Village District and Ms. Starling will provide a map of the district.
