                           MINUTES FOR SEPTEMBER 19, 2018 BOH MEETING

4:30 p.m. Dr. Popik announced that the meeting was open and was being recorded by Ms. Lucander
Minutes for September 5th were not approved as Dr. Popik requested them to be looked at by Town Council.
4:42 p.m. Mr. Steve Wallace, Town Planner discussed that the Planning Board will be proposing 6 zoning amendments for consideration at the November special town meeting.  Planning Board will be holding a public hearing on October 23rd to hear comments.
5:17 p.m. 6 Lake Drive West: abutters hearing. Ms. Daigle, Northland Eng. This property had come before the Board for local approvals on May 3rd, May 17th 2017 & August 22, 2018.  A Presby system will now be installed on the property with these variances.
A. This design requires a sewage ejector within the dwelling to pump 55 gallons of effluent, 4 times a day to the septic tank.

B. (1) 310 CMR 15.405 1(h) Reduction to ESHW: required 5’ requested 3’. 

(2) 310 CMR 15.405.1 (a&b) Leach area setback to lot line: Required 10’ requested 3’ to abutters 1’ to abandon roadway.

(3) 310 CMR 15.405(k) soil evaluation: Required 2 DH requested 1 DH and 1 Perk.
(4) 310 CMR 15.211(1) leach area setback to 4 wells: Required 100 requested 62-74.

       C.   (1) Westminster Regulation: 245-3 leach field required 125% increase requested 100%.

              (2) 245.3 Leach area setback to wetlands required 100’ requested 83ft 

        D.   Variances of Title 5 from Westminster Board of Health: Leach field setback to a poly barrier and a property line: Required 10’ requested 5’ to barrier 310 CMR 15.255(2)(e)
        E. This approval requires a 2 bedroom deed restriction on this property filed in Worcester Registry of Deeds 245-16, 310 CMR 15.002

        F. This leach area requires a minimum of 6” of medium to coarse sand, with less than 2% passing a #200 sieve, C-33 sand required around circumference of the enviro-septic pipes.

Ms. Daigle discussed that the lot lines are marked, drainage directed away from the SAS. There will be a H20 tank which could be driven/parked on. The Board was all in favor of the variances to this Presby system with the condition of water quality testing at baseline then again in 6 months, repeated within 12 months. 
5:38 p.m. Tobacco Alliance: Review draft regulation.  Ms. Hamlett had issued all local merchants a packet with the changes that were to be discussed. Ms. McConville had notified and invited the local merchants to attend this meeting. Ms. Sbarra & Ms. Hamlett reviewed the draft regulations with the changes that the State has imposed. Massachusetts legislature passed a law to take effect on January 1, 2019. The Board wants the draft to be correct and consistent with the law.  Ms. Hamlett & Ms. Sbarra will fix the language in the draft with the corrections discussed and reconvene for another meeting. 
6:41 p.m. Agents Update:

1. 50 Honeybee Lane.  Court date was continued due to lack of Town Council.
Board discussed editing the application for on-line Air B&B rental to include Police & Fire Departments sign-off on the permits.
2. Meadows @ West Hill Condos: The Orders to correct letter with a new date have been sent out to Mr. Tavares, via certified mail.
3.  Flu Clinics. 2 flu clinics scheduled for October.    Westminster Senior Center on October 18th and Meetinghouse School on October 30, will be held along with an emergency  dispensing site drill.
4. MHOA/MAHB conference. A grant is available for Ms. McConville & Ms. Loree to attend this year’s conference on November 14th-16th. Dr. Popik & Mr. Redkey may like to attend also. 

5. Advance Well Drilling:  no new information.

6.  Montachusett Public Health Network: services from MPHN for 2019 will include nursing services, Crocker pond beach water testing, and disposal costs for sharps and medication Kiosk box at the police department lobby.
MPHN invoice for June 2018 water testing at Crocker Pond came in after July.  The bill may need to go before the Town Meeting in November to get voted on for payment to the City of Fitchburg. 

7. A draft of the air B&B application may include sign-off by the Police & Fire departments; Ms. McConville will send a copy of the draft to the Board.

Vouchers were approved and signed for Ms. Loree attended Tobacco-Free Mass seminar 9/7/2018 & Mr. Russell Phelps for refund of test hole for 37 Lake Drive East; perk test was cancelled by owner.
