                            MINUTES FOR JANUARY 16, 2019 BOH MEETING

In Attendance: Board of Health Members: Dr. Michael Popik, Chairman, Mr. Edward Simoncini, H. 4:31 p.m. Dr. Popik announced that the meeting was open and was being recorded by Ms. McConville. 
Vouchers were approved and signed for MHOA memberships.
Minutes were approved and signed for 11-7, 11-15, 12-19-18 and 1-2-19.
 Board proposed new Well Regulations, Postpone review of 2019 Well Regulations to the following meeting.
Westminster Estates: Mr. Flis and Mr.Barkus Requested Special Approval variances for well setbacks from wetlands. WR 255-3 for:

 Lot 7 White Pine Dr. requested 55’ setback.  
 Lot 8 White Pine Dr. requested 28’ setback.

 Lot 10 White Pine Dr. requested 40’ setback.
Mr. Flis & Mr. Bartkus showed the plan of the lots on White Pine Drive requested special approval for well setbacks from wetlands. The boards’ position is to not let cluster sites subdivide themselves into a variance situation.  But Board did not go on record saying no variances on new lot subdivisions during the review process.  The board voted and approved the variances requested; all in favor. 

KP Law: Mr. Blake to discuss Meadow at West Hill violation of Orders from BOH.  Board authorized Town Counsel to prepare a Preliminary Injunction to enforce our orders from 8-3-18 to achieve compliance for sewer issues since 6-21-17. Mr. Simoncini made a motion to “ask Town Counsel to proceed on our behalf to come to a resolution at West Hill Condominium, including litigation”.   All in favor.  
Tobacco Alliance: Mrs. Hamlet will discuss retail education with our town merchants, tobacco signage handed out to tobacco retailers.  Westminster has grandfathered the sale of tobacco to 18 year olds, if merchant chooses to sell only to over 21 they may do so - -but must be consistent in sales.
Board briefly discussed the edited draft for tobacco regulations, Board to review draft on another date. 

Citizen Concerns:180 State Rd West:
Mr. Redkey explained how he has recruited Engineers- at no cost to the town, to research the environmental concerns at 180 State Rd West, as a preliminary opinion, consider hiring if provides solutions. Presently, the Town has no advocates looking into these concerns at the future solar farm at a former hazardous waste site.   

Mr. Torrens and Ms. Normandin discussing concerns of soil disturbance and conflicting information reported to DEP and MEPA about this site. 
Dr. Popik called for adjournment
