                           MINUTES FOR FEBRUARY 6, 2019 BOH MEETING

In Attendance: Board of Health Members: Dr. Michael Popik, Chairman, Mr. Edward Simoncini, Health Agent Ms. Rita McConville; Mr. Brian Marchetti, McCarty Engineering; Mr. Chris Mossman, Trowbridge Engineering; Ms. Joan Hamlet, Tobacco Alliance.
4:31 p.m. Dr. Popik announced that the meeting was open and was being recorded by Ms. McConville
Vouchers were approved and signed for January Mileage for Ann Loree and January Mileage and food reimbursement for Rita McConville.
Minutes were approved and signed for 1-16-19 and 12-6-19.
1 Cudak Ct:  Mr. Marchetti, McCarty Engineering, presented an approved plan from Planning Dept for subdivision, he discussed the plot plan setbacks.  Plan setbacks did not comply with Westminster regulations 245-14 setback distance of well to wetland and buffer zone. A variance was denied by the Board.  All in favor.  Mr. Marchetti will return before the Board at a later date to propose an alternative plan for the subdivision.
3 Needham Rd: Mr. Mossman, Trowbridge Engineering discussed plot plan for this repair septic system with a conventional Bed system with pump chamber and retaining wall, requesting 2 variances: Leaching facility from on-site well required 100ft requesting 81ft. 310 CMR 15.212 (1)a.  Leaching facility from foundation required 20ft to requested 15ft.. 310 CMR 15.212 (1)a.  Onsite well water was tested, variances and plan reviewed, Board approved variances; All in favor. 
Tobacco: Ms. Hamlet; Reviewed draft of the Westminster Tobacco regulations for a final draft. Westminster regulations simulate all the surrounding town’s regulations except for grandfathered the sale of tobacco age to 18 years old, after Board sent out survey to local tobacco merchants.  The Board discussed the draft line by line.

Well Regulations: Board used Massachusetts Association of Health Boards guidelines for  updating well regulations,  discussing a few minor changes or amendments to our existing well regulations.  Board will discuss in detail then propose a summary publication notice for the newspaper at a subsequent meeting.
71 N.Common Rd: discuss status of Financial Assurance mechanism contract for shared system condominium.  When reports are completed we shall present to Town Counsel for review.
Annual Town Report draft was presented to the Board for review.

Town Website will be updated in all its categories for BOH dept, replacing links and updating forms and reports.

Animal Inspectors: 2 people have been nominated for the position of Animal Inspector for Westminster.  Board members would like to meet the nominees, invited to attend the next meeting to discuss qualifications for the position.

Westminster was granted a reimbursement from Public Health Emergency Planning -Region 2, for the attendance of two Health Agents to a Massachusetts Health Officers Association conference in October 2018.  

Mr. Blake, K.P Law sent a preliminary Injunction letter to Meadows of West Hills Condominium and Hodan Property Management due to failure to comply with BOH Orders of on-going sewer situation.  Health Agent presented letter to the Board. 

3 Lighthouse Ln (lot 1) Agent viewed a septic install issue when vent was viewed under standing water.  Board has concerns of water and ice over portions of the system.  Board requested for designer of the septic system to attend our meeting with an As-built prior to providing a Certificate of Compliance. 
Lighthouse Ln contractors have supplied the Board of Health and the State DEP with corrected Well completion reports, as required. 

Town Government Study Committee attended a meeting with the BOH to discuss the proposed Government Charter on 1-30-19.   Today the Board discussed how they shall respond at the spring town meeting.  BOH members will review questions and concerns with Town Coordinator.
