Guests: Mr. Christopher Mossman, Trowbridge Engineering, Ms. Cindy Vincent, Town resident.
4:30 p.m. Dr. Popik announced that the meeting was open and being recorded by Ms. Lucander
Vouchers were approved and signed gas mileage for Ms. McConville & Ms. Loree for June, Nashoba Analytical water testing for Crocker Pond, and Jessica Day for water sampling at Crocker Pond.
The minutes for May 15th, May 30th, & June 5th corrections discussed; corrections will be made for the next meeting.

Ms. McConville asked Mr. Mossman to attend the meeting to briefly discuss 33 North Shore Road as there were some concerns to the existing plan with variances approved in 2015. The existing home was recently demolished, approved by the ZBA & Building Department.  Board requested footprint of the proposed1 bedroom home, discussed the use of nitrogen treatment in this small lot near the pond. Mr. Mossman will be submitting an updated plan.
138 East Road septic system failed Title V inspection in September 2018. The new property owners are remodeling the home and requesting a letter from BOH allowing occupancy until town sewer is connected. Title 5 allows up to 2 years for septic repair.  Ms. McConville will send a letter to the owners stating the property needs to be tied into town sewer by September 2020. 

5:17 p.m. Agents Update:

Ms. McConville showed the Board a sign designed by CDC on tick protection. She will look into ordering more signs from the CDC and having them posted at entrances of hiking trails in town. Dr. Popik recommended finding out who is in charge of the Mid- State Trails and have them post the signs; also post on town web site. 
Old Business:
29 Lake Drive East: Trash complaint, Follow up discussion on the nuisance order sent via certified mail that was returned undelivered. To be discussed further in Executive Session.
53 Old Oak Ave:  Concern of drain pipe going into Wyman’s Pond from a sump pump. Conservation Agent will take bacteria water sample at the site.  Mr. Simoncini called the DEP on these concerns and did not heard back yet. To be discussed at the following meeting.
Ms. McConville had concerns of incorrect GPS locations from well driller’s reports. All GPS are confirmed when received and Agent has confirmed that corrected GPS coordinates were sent to the DEP in order to proceed with the permitting process. The Board agreed to allow the permitting process to continue once well drillers reports are confirmed accurate. 
New Business:

The Board looked over a definitive subdivision plan off Narrows Road consisting of 4 residential lots.  Submitted plans need to conform to all BOH requirements without the need of variances. Ms. McConville forwarded BOH response to the Town Planner. 
 Ms. McConville asked the Board if the new Tobacco and Well regulations will be an amendment or a replacement print to the existing regulations in the Westminster Code Book.  They suggested I discuss this with Ms. Joan Hamlett from Tobacco Alliance.

Dr. Popik asked if the Ellis Road solar farm was approved, and Mr. Simoncini confirmed it was approved.
The new Food festival and food truck policy was disseminated to Wachusett Mountain and festival coordinators on June 25th and also posted on the town website.
The Presby certification class will be August 14th.
Ms. McConville and the Board discussed how information is processed and disseminated throughout the office so all staff are abreast. Concern of a building permit that had a stamped signature on the permit, this happened before the office was told to no longer rubberstamp a permit.
