310 CMR 15.212(1) Leaching facility setback from a foundation wall proposed 10’ required 20’.
310 CMR 15.212(1) Leaching facility setback from a Row proposed 7’+ required 10’.
WBOH regulations leaching facility setback from a pond proposed 70’+ required 100’.

Ms. Loree reiterated the need for the 14 day deadline for all paperwork. The Board will allow Fireflies to participate in the event.  Ms. Livdahl will notify all vendors that paperwork is due 14 days prior to all upcoming events. 

222 Ashburnham State Road update:  The persons’ residing on the premises had left the property. Ms. McConville Inspected with an escort she was not allowed inside the dwelling while she was on site.  The Certified Letter was returned unsigned. Board suggested speaking with Town Counsel to be served in person by a sheriff.
