                 MINUTES FOR DECEMBER 11, 2019 BOH MEETING

4:30 p.m. Dr. Popik announced that the meeting was open and was being recorded by Ms. Lucander.
Vouchers were signed for Ms. Loree for November gas mileage & toll reimbursement, Ms. McConville November gas mileage, MHOA membership for Ms. Loree.
New Business:

4:34 p.m. F.A. Moschetti & Son: to discuss inspectional performance. 

Ms. Loree explained to the Board how during a recent title 5inspection with Mr. Frank Moschetti did not enter the home to see the number of bedrooms, garbage grinder, filtration system, and have water in the d-box during the inspection as is expected. Board was concerned that inspection form was signed by him, confirming things he had not observed. This Title 5 Inspection Report was rejected by the Board for being filled out fraudulently. The Board issued him a warning if repeated; we will file a complaint with DEP on his license. Mr. Mark Moschetti asked to see this in writing in the Title v Regulations and Westminster regulations where inspector has to do this. He was given a copy. The Board told Mr. Moschetti that the Health Agent is witnessing that the Title v inspector is doing his job. The Health Agent will send a letter about this warning to F. A. Moschetti & Sons. 
Animal Control Office: Mr. Phillip Michael Chalifoux came in to meet the Board. He brought in Nomination of Inspector of Animals papers and discussed with the Board what he does with Animal Control. The Board thanked him for coming to the meeting. 
139 Overlook Ave: Duchame & Dillis Engineering: Mr. MacKenzie: Variance request 310CMR405(1)(h) for ground water separation from 4 feet to 3 feet. Mr. MacKenzie discussed the difficult area to fit this system in. The Board approved the 1 foot separation from groundwater with the condition of a perc test in the bottom of the bed during inspection of the field, Ms. McConville & Mr. MacKenzie will set this up.
66 Oakmont Avenue: Mr. MacKenzie of Duchame & Dillis Engineering. Variance request 310CMR405 (1) (h) for ground water separation from 4 feet to 3 feet. Reduction in deep holes preformed due to lack of land area. The Board approved variance request with the condition that another perc test be done in the bottom of the bed during inspection of the field, Ms. McConville & Mr. MacKenzie will set this up.
Old Business:

RCI-Landfill: Mr. Tom Murray proposed expansion of landfill.

Waste Management proposed a vertical expansion of the landfill.  Town Counsel advised via email, RCI was shown email; the Board agreed with Town Council opinion which stated that provided the area is within the approved plan site assigned area and new graded area is not being used for disposal of material not currently permitted, the grading is not an expansion of the landfill and no modification of the site assignment is necessary.  There is no need for the Board to take a vote, or sign their letter for approval of proposal. Mr. Murray is concerned that DEP will need an approval document from BOH.  All in agreement; see attachments.  
Camp Pineshore: Camp #11: Mr. David Haschig; Mr. Simoncini gave an update of this property. Mr. Haschig’s daughter recently purchased cabin #11 which has already undergone renovations in the kitchen and Bathroom. Due to this increase in water flow a tight tank cannot be granted per Title 5 Regulations. The Board all agreed that a conventional system will have to go in. The Board suggested having the Camp inspected for its grey water system and its public water supply.   Ms. McConville will work on this with Mr. Haschig.
Wachusett Brewery: Brew Yard: Board discussed the variance which allows food establishments with designated outdoor dining area for dogs. They discussed some minor changes that will be on the final permit that will be issued in January 2020.  Mr. Simoncini made the motion to extend the existing permit to allow dogs until January 31, 2020 for Wachusett Brewery.  All in favor.  BOH requested a copy of the dog clean-up training protocol and policy.  
Board Members Concerns: 

Dr. Popik reviewed advantages and disadvantages of short–term rental regulations from other cities and towns. 
Mr. Redkey will prepare final revisions on dog permit for next meeting.
