Animal Inspector:  Ms. Slack is up for nomination, but did not want to come to a Board of Health meeting. The Board may not want to appoint her if she does not come to a meeting.
50 Honeybee Lane:  Ms. McConville had witnessed a Title 5 inspection by Bills Sewer at 50 Honeybee Lane. The Board discussed notes made by Agent about number of bedrooms (sleeping areas) in the home, which greatly outnumbered the amount allotted by the septic system, and this concerned the Board.  Homeowner is seeking an Air B&B/rental permit for a large amount of guests per night.  The Board requested that the owner attend the next meeting to discuss their concerns of the number of guests allowed. 
Vaccine reimbursement:  BOH received reimbursement from Vaccine Program for flu shots given this past fall. The money will be deposited into a town revolving account.
