                           MINUTES FOR MAY 1, 2019 BOH MEETING

In Attendance: Board of Health Members: Dr. Michael Popik, Chairman, Mr. Edward Simoncini, H. Christopher Redkey; Health Agent Ms. Rita McConville, Administrative Assistant Ms. Joyce Lucander.
Guests: Mr. Anthony J. Mazzaferro, 50 Honey Bee Lane, Mr. Paul Blanchard, Building Commissioner.
Call to Order:
4:33 p.m. Dr. Popik announced that the meeting was open and was being recorded by Ms. Lucander
Vouchers were approved and signed for Ms. McConville & Ms. Loree for April gas mileage.
New Business:

50 Honeybee Lane:  The Board discussed concerns regarding the number of bedrooms noted by the Agent on her Title V inspection notes, assessors report states 5 bedrooms, but the septic system is only designed for 3 bedrooms. Owner is looking to have an air B&B/rental permit. Mr. Mazzafarro had rented this home out in the past to large numbers of people for wedding parties, as indicated on his website.  These issues had been addressed in a court order dated 8-10-18.  Property rental is a violation of Zoning Regulations; as Zoning Commissioner, Mr. Blanchard explained to the Board.  The BOH has Title 5 and environmental concerns for this property as a rental dwelling to large parties.  The Board required Mr. Mazzaferro to limit the home to 3 bedrooms, as noted on building permit.  The Board requested that Ms. McConville join Mr. Blanchard to inspect the property site together and count the number of bedrooms prior to issuance of any rental permit.  Mr. Simoncini handed Mr. Massafarro a Notice of Violation of the Sanitary Code for 310 CMR 15.024 and 310 CMR 15.204 during the meeting, to also be sent via certified mail.

5 South Shore Rd: Agent presented septic plan to the Board for a preliminary view of an existing 2 bedroom home, proposed to renovate home into 4 bedrooms with a Presby septic system without variances. Board had no concerns.  
Board reorganized after the Town election, unanimously appointed Dr. Michael Popik as Chairman of Board of the Health. 
Westminster Café:  Concerns of repeated health violations seen during routine inspections.  Fryer concerns must be reported to Fire Dept.  Boards suggested sending an Enforcement Letter of Corrections to Mr. and Ms. Wong and invite them to the next meeting to discuss violations.
Vaccine Refrigerator (purchased by vaccine revolving account) the fridge used to store vaccines is not holding proper temperature, and needs to be serviced or replaced.  Pricing local service technicians and repair costs. Agent is to confirm required replacement size for vaccine storage unit.  Board voted to call a technician for repair and get an estimate on repair out of vaccine account.      

Old Business:
Old Oak Ave: A Board member saw a PVC drain pipe coming out from a retaining wall into Wyman Pond.  Board wants to understand what it is used for within this environmentally sensitive area?  Agent asked to follow up.
Wrights’ Reservoir: on Minott Rd area, Agent asked to post additional warning signs of mercury in the fish.

(lot1) 3 Lighthouse Ln:  drain pipe shall be moved before Certificate of Compliance will be given.   

71 N. Common Rd:  Town Council is reviewing financial Assurance documents.
Meadow at West Hill:  Condominium has new Property Management called Dartmouth Group.  They want to cooperate in fixing the prior violations.  Director Susan Fahey, set a date to test the float alarms in the sewer system. 

Board recommends the new management group be served the Orders to Correct by Town Council.

Expenditure transfer: Agent is still working on it.
 Dr Popik called for adjournment, all in favor
