                           MINUTES FOR MAY 15, 2019 BOH MEETING

In Attendance: Board of Health Members: Dr. Michael Popik, Chairman, Mr. Edward Simoncini, Mr. H. Christopher Redkey; Health Agent Ms. Rita McConville; Assistant Agent Ms. Ann Loree; Administrative Assistant Ms. Joyce Lucander.
Guests: Ms. Kimmy Wong, Westminster Café, Ms. Cindy Vincent, Town Resident.

4:30 p.m. Dr. Popik announced that the meeting was open and being recorded by Ms. Lucander
Vouchers were approved and signed for Gatehouse New England (the Gardner News) for Legal Notice of Private Well regulations. Ms. Loree paid and attended MHOA/MDPH Community sanitation seminar and purchased sanitizer test strips for food inspections.
Minutes tabled as corrections were needed.

Board Member Concerns:
4:41 p.m. Westminster Café: The Board discussed recent and repeat violations with owner, Ms. Kimmy Wong. Ms. Loree explained the repeated priority violations and the numerous letters of Orders to correct these code violations. These violations were noted since November 8, 2018, with the most recent violations apparent on April 3, 2019 and re-inspection on May 1 showing the issues were unresolved. 
1. Persistent issues with the sanitizer and its concentration.

2. Lack of demonstration of proper knowledge required with certification, and failing to post the “Person in Charge”. 

3. Issues with monitoring the temperatures of refrigerators and freezers without thermometers.

4. Refrigeration Units out of temperature.
5. Improper handling of raw food.

6. Potential fire hazard with the fryer.

The Board required Serv-Safe training class for Ms. & Mr. Wong by the end of June, purchasing new thermometers for all refrigerator units and monitor temps by keeping a log.   Dr. Popik was most concerned of cross contamination of handling of raw foods with bare handed.  Ms. Wong left the meeting at 5:18 p.m.
Old Business;

The Meadows at West Hill: Site visit on May 7, attended by 2 Board members and the Agent to test the sewerage alarm system. The findings reported were:
1. Alarm activated to simulate a high level alarm.  
2. Light beacon was partially obstructed from view by vegetation and the building itself.

3. Audio alarm was only a few decibels louder than the ambient sound as detected by an app on Mr. Simoncini phone.

4. A light sensor attached to a conduit for the light beacon seems to not effect the alarm operation.

5. The backup generator was in an alarm condition, it had not triggered the visual/audible exterior alarm.

The Board requested Ms. McConville send a letter to Dartmouth Group, ask them to raise the light on the alarm, above the building height and tie-in the generator to the alarm. A re-inspection date will be set.

The Animal Inspector filled out 2018 Nomination form instead of 2019. The Animal Inspector has not yet been nominated by BOH due to incorrect Nomination forms submitted.
 (Lot 1) 3 Lighthouse Lane:  a drainage plan was submitted by Whitman  & Bingham to correct the drainage issue, the Board wants to see more details on the plan showing drainage and elevation connection to catch basin .  

Agent will follow up. 
50 Honey Bee Lane:  Mr. Mazzaferro has been ordered to reduce the number of bedrooms to 3, within 30 days, as was discussed with Mr. Mazzaferro or we shall begin court proceedings. 
Mr. Simoncini asked if anyone knew more on the Ellis Rd solar farm hearing. Nobody had, so he will look into it.
 Mr. Simoncini proposed a question to the Board:  If a merchant would like to sell leftover tobacco wraps that a store in town had purchased before the new tobacco regulations took place, could they?    The Board discussed “no exemptions” for selling these products; merchants had ample notice of ban.  Discussed and agreed on by all Board Members.
   Agent posted additional signage from Public Health Fish Advisory, warning of fish contaminated with Mercury in Wrights Reservoir and Wachusett Lake.
Ms. McConville, Agent is to meet with Advisory Committee to discuss transfer from reserve fund. 
Town Counsel; Ms. Patricia DeChristopher is no longer with KP Law.   Mr. Jeffery Blake will be handling our cases.
53 Old Oak Ave, drain pipe going into Wyman’s Pond from a foundation drain. The Board would like more information and requested Ms. McConville seek more information from the homeowner.
New Business:

The new Well Permit Application will go into effect on June1.
The revised verbiage on the existing fee schedule is in effect.

Vincent’s Country Store has been asked to improve the food labeling on all ready to eat food and baked goods, and has complied.
Swedish Social Club has a 3 bay sink and are requesting to use one bay as a hand wash sink. To accommodate this ware wash bays will use a special wash solution sanitizer. 

29 Lake Drive East:  complaint of clutter and potential animal harborage.  Ms. Loree had sent an Order to comply via certified mail
The Well Regulations were signed by the Board 

The Tobacco & Well Regulations Legal Notices will post in the newspaper
Ms. Loree prepared a packet of the General Administrative Procedures 105 CMR 400, enforcement procedures for food code violations from Ann’s copy of 105 CMR 590, and two pages of new food code changes as it applies to Westminster Café.
Ms. McConville will resend a clean copy of the General Administrative Procedures, 105 CMR 400 to the Board via email.
